The Drama Department exists because of volunteers contribu�ng 

�me, energy, talent, and monetary resources to the effort. Coop-

era�on, commitment, dependability, and good a�tudes are re-

quired by all par�cipants to make a produc�on successful. In or-

der to par�cipate in the Drama produc�on, a parent from each 

family must commit to serve in a volunteer posi�on. In addi�on, 

a refundable deposit is required per student at audi�ons. This is 

normally fairly easy to earn back by selling �ckets, ads, and help-

ing with fundraisers, but is surrendered if the student fails to 

complete the drama season.  

A $100/student deposit is required on audi�on day and is re-

fundable at the end of the season if the student has  

completed the drama season and raised at least $100 through ad 

sales or fundraising. If the student has not finished the  

season for any reason, the $100 is not refunded. If the deposit is 

not paid at the �me of audi�ons, actor will not be cast in the pro-

duc�on. 

Each family contributes funds for the food during produc�on 

days a)er the first of the year - approximately $30.  

Addi�onal costs may be providing costume pieces like shoes (this 

will be closer to produc�on days).  

OPTIONAL costs would be for the pizza lunch on performance day 

and cast t-shirt (your student will want one!).
